Computer Essentials Qualifying Exams

Computer Essentials is a required one semester course at Rockhurst High School. This class is taken either first or second semester freshman year.

In order to qualify for placement in a higher level computer course, an incoming freshman first must demonstrate typing speed and accuracy at 35 words per minute. The student must demonstrate proficiency in the Microsoft Office components of Word, PowerPoint and Excel by passing our semester exam at a minimum of 60%.
Students who succeed in this qualifying exam will be granted placement in a higher level Computer Education course, but no credit for Computer Essentials on their transcript. The recommended next course in the Computer Education Department is Computer Management.

Incoming freshmen who wish to take the Computer Essentials course for transcript credit (i.e. credit given, but no grade recorded for GPA purposes) may elect to enroll in a rigorous four week summer course. This course covers one semester of high school level course work in sixteen days.

The course covers typing speed and accuracy, Microsoft Office components of Word, PowerPoint and Excel. Textbooks are supplied.

You will be required to enroll through the Director of Summer School.
