IMPORTANT INFORMATION

March 23, 2010
Dear Parents:

It is a requirement of Rockhurst High School and the State of Missouri that all incoming Freshmen and transfer students have the proper health and immunization records on file by the first day of school.  Enclosed with this letter are the following required forms:

1. Immunization Form   -  Please check this form immediately to make sure your son is up to date on his immunization requirements for the State of Missouri.  (Kansas residents must also follow the Missouri State requirements which differ in some areas.)  Please be sure this form is completed and signed by a physician or recognized health personnel.   If  all of the required information is not complete on the form, your son will be excluded from attending Rockhurst until proof of immunizations is received.    Please note that the Hepatitis B vaccination series is required when attending a school in the State of Missouri.  If your son has not completed or started the Hepatitis B series, please have him do so before the beginning of the 2010/11 school year and include an “In Progress” form with his records.  Also, please make sure your son is up to date on his Td vaccination which is usually due around the time he enters 9th grade.

2. Medical and Operative Permit   -  This form is important in assisting the school in emergency situations.  Also, if your son has a learning disability, please send the most recent documentation of diagnosis to Mr. Joe Delehunt in the Counseling Center.

3. Physical Examination  -  This form is required for all incoming Freshmen.   If your son is playing a fall sport, he will not be eligible for tryouts or practice until the physical form is turned in.

ALL OF THE ABOVE FORMS MUST BE TURNED IN TO THE DEAN OF STUDENT’S OFFICE NO LATER THAN AUGUST 1, 2010.  

MEDICATION

If your son must take medication during school hours, the school requires the following: 1) a supply of the medication must be sent to school in the original container (should state dosage and how many times per day medication should be taken; and 2) a note signed by a parent or guardian (form on bottom of Medical and Operative Permit), giving the school permission to dispense the medication.  NO MEDICATION will be dispensed without written consent.  We cannot accept phone calls as consent to dispense medication.  It is the student’s responsibility to come to the Dean of Student’s office for his medication, as we cannot send reminders to students.  This permission must be renewed each year.

ABSENCES

If your son is going to be absent for reasons of illness or medical purposes, please call the attendance line (Ext. 4) no later than 9:00 the morning of his absence.  Please leave his name, grade, reason for his absence and a phone number where a parent can be reached.  Also, if your son is absent due to a contagious illness, we ask that he remain home until he has been on an antibiotic or has been fever-free for 24 hours.  For all other absences, please refer to the Student/Parent Handbook for the proper procedures to follow.
